Back by popular demand, Blind Date is a fusion of clown, improvisation, theatre, and 
social experiment. Anyone lucky enough to catch Blind Date’s sold-out run last season 
knows this is one of the most daring and exhilarating undertakings in the scope of 
contemporary theatre.

Originally performed as a 10-minute burlesque-clown piece at The Spiegel Show in the 
Spiegeltent'ntavern at Harbourfront Centre in the summer of 2007, Blind Date quickly 
became a crowd favourite. Northan developed the piece into a 90-minute performance 
with the audience in a unique cabaret-style setting complete with wine bar. Rebecca 
Northan’s Blind Date is fresh off a run at Calgary’s High Performance Rodeo Festival.  
 
Prior to each performance, Northan (as Mimi) mingles with the audience in order to 
select the “date”, and then explores with them the ups and downs of love, heart break 
and everything in between. The result is nail-biting hilarity where nothing is off limits.
